U-do (Cow Island)

down. The whole of Udo is a lava plateau and
a fertile flattand where major agricultural
products such as sweet potatoes, garlic, and
peanuts are produced. Don’t missed to try out
Udo peanut ice cream.

Ganghwa Dolmen site

was designated as a Historic Site for its
historical value representing the funeral
customs of the Bronze Age. The main
stone used to create the tomb is 710
centimeters long, 550 centimeters
wide, and 260 centimeters high. It is
also registered as a UNESCO World
Heritage.
