+ [statue of Huanghe Mother] spreads many miles along a thin valley,
sandwiched in by hills and the Yellow River.

+ [Ancient shuiche] is the ancient civilizations invented for flood
control.

+ [ Leitai Han Tomb ] consists of 19.34m long passage, 3 coffin
chambers and 3 side chambers. There were 231 gold, silver, bronze,
iron, jade, bone and pottery artficles, and 99 bronze warriors and
horses excavated from here, among which the Bronze Flying Horse is
the most valuable.

+ [Giant Buddha Temple] the largest architectural relic in Gansu
Province, was built in 1098 to house the Buddha Which is China's
largest reclining Buddha, is well preserved in this temple. In its 900
years the temple was restored many times during the Ming and
Qing dynasties.

+ [ Danxia Scenic Area] surrounded by colorful hills, which seem to
rise and fall like waves; with rock strata of different colors mixed in
graceful disarray;it is an imposing and magnificent sight. Has the
reputation of "Top Beautiful Danxia in Ching"

+ [Kanas National Park] a prime tourist attraction known for its

splendid landscape. The scenery around it has been described like
“Asian Switzerland Landscape”. From the lakeside, you will see the
Summit of the Friendship Peak rising at the border of four countries:
Mongolia, Russia, Kazakhstan & China.

+ [Moon Bay] on the mountdin-encircling road, it is a section of Z-shape
river course, whose serene, blackish-green water looks like a “Crescent".

+ [Wolong Bay] The clear azure lake, surrounded by a dense birch
forest and set against a scenic backdrop of towering peaks, forms a
calm and serene sight.

+ [Immortal Bay] The rivers broaden because of the dam flowing of
the downstream mud-rock. There are many small islands on the river.

+ [Guanyu Pavilion] From here you can see the great landscape of
the Kanas Lake, the mountains and surrounding grasslands.

+ [Tuwas Tribe] a Mongolian tribe live with a primitive nomadic
lifestyle residing in yurts or log houses roofed with sfraws,seems fo
have been isolated from the modern civilization of the 21st century.

+ [Multicolor Bay] The long-time exposure to wind and rain largely
confributed to the diversified mineral content of the riverside rocks,
which consequently display a wide spectrum of hues, adding much
color to the dry area. Wholly disparate from the northern riverside
with its colorful, bare rocks, the other side of the river is a flourishing
oasis in the middle of desert.
