DAY 1 Singapore - Sibu. Arrive at Sibu Airport, where you will be greeted and transferred to a local restaurant for breakfast (own
expenses). Continue with a Sibu City Tour, visiting the Sibu Heritage Centre, Jade Dragon Temple, Memorial Park, Sibu Gateway, Swan Statue,
and Rejang Esplanade. Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant before visiting the Tua Pek Kong Temple in the afternoon. In the evening, have
dinner at a local restaurant, then transfer to your accommodation for check-in and overnight stay.

DAY 2 After breakfast at the hotel, visit a local mee workshop to learn about the traditional noodle-making process of this 30-year-old
family business. Enjoy a hands-on experience by trying to DIY your own Mee Sua, and have the opportunity to purchase some to bring
home. Continue the journey to an Iban Longhouse to discover the fascinating culture and lifestyle of the Iban community. Upon arrival, you
will be warmly welcomed by your host and given a brief introduction to the longhouse traditions, culture, and daily practices. Take a village
walk and mingle with the friendly villagers before enjoying a local-style lunch at the longhouse. In the evening, return to Sibu City and stop
by the Sibu Night Market, which comes alive every evening with over 100 stalls offering a wide range of products, local snacks, street food,
and clothing. Have dinner at a local food court to sample more Sarawakian delicacies (own expense) before returning to the hotel.

DAY 3 Breakfast at hotel and check out. Visit to Sibu Central Market, the largest indoor market in Malaysia. The market houses over 1000
stalls offering diverse goods, including local and imported vegetables, fruits, general merchandise and foods. Transfer to Sarikei, often
known as the Pineapple town due to it thriving agricultural industry especially pineapple farming. Visit to local market to shop for local
herbs & spices and photo taking at the pineapple statue. Lunch at local coffee shop (own expenses). Late afternoon, continue the journey
to Kuching and en-route stop over at a small-town Jakar for light refreshment to sample their famous Jakar Siew Mai. Arrival at Kuching late
evening with dinner at local restaurant.

DAY 4 After breakfast at the hotel, take a 40-minute drive to Semenggoh Nature Reserve, located approximately 24 km from Kuching, for
a rare opportunity to experience close encounters with semi-wild orangutans. These remarkable creatures have been rescued from illegal
captivity and rehabilitated to live independently in the surrounding forest reserve. (Note: Wildlife sightings cannot be guaranteed.) Next,
visit a local bird’s nest gallery and mini museum, where you will learn about the swiftlet and bird’s nest industry — from its fascinating
history and evolution to the processing techniques, quality grading, and methods of preparation. Enjoy lunch at a local restaurant, then
continue the journey to the Sarawak Cultural Village, an award-winning living museum that offers an insightful introduction to the diverse
cultures and lifestyles of Sarawak’s ethnic communities. The highlight of your visit is a 45-minute cultural performance featuring traditional
dances by various ethnic tribes of Sarawak at the Village Theatre. End the day with dinner at a local restaurant, then return to your hotel
for an overnight stay.

DAY 5 Breakfast at hotel and free at own leisure till check out. Proceed for Kuching city tour that takes you through the historical centre
of old Kuching where you get to see the indelible mark of the White Rajah. Places of interest: Cat Monuments, Kuching South City Council
(MBKS), Tua Pek Kong temple, Old Court House & Brooke Memorial, Kuching Waterfront overlooking the Astana and State Legislative
Building (DUN). Lunch at local food court to sample more local delicacies and snacks (own expense) Afternoon, visit to local produce outlet
to shop for pepper products, sea produces, local handicrafts and souvenirs. Late afternoon, drop off at Friendship Park for photo taking and
free at own leisure. Dinner at local restaurant. Transfer to Kuching International Airport for departure back to Singapore.
