DAY 5
BORDEAUX-DORDOGNE-CARCASSONNE

(B/Roasted Cod with Tapenade French D)
* The Chateau Comtal — (Incl. Entrance) The Castle
originally built in the 12t century by Bernard Aton. The
Top 5 attractions for Carcassonne.

* La Roque-Gageac Village — One of the most beautiful
villages in France. In a stunning position on the north
bank of Dordogne River and backed by a steep hill/cliff,
with little to suggest that much has changed there in the
last 300 years. This is the truly perfect postcard village.
You may stroll along its alley to conclude the day.

DAY 6
CARCASSONNE-PONT.DU.GARD-AVIGNON

* Carcassonne — a medieval fortified settlement with
great defence walls encompassing the castle and
surrounding buildings. Due to its exceptionally lengthy
restoration works done by famous architect Viollet-le-Duc,
it was then listed as UNESCO World Heritage Site and a
representative of significant important.
* Pont du Gard - (Photo-stop) one of the Europe’s most
well-preserved ancient Roman aqueducts.

DAY 7
AVIGNON-MARSEILLE-NICE

(B/ Seafood Platter D)
* Palais des Papes — (incl. Entrance) UNESCO World
Heritage Site. One of the largest & most important
medieval Gothic building in Europe. And photo-stop at
Pont St Benezet.
* Marseille - Colourful Old Town is one of the prettiest
neighbourhoods in the whole of France. Located on a
hillside, it was first inhabited in 600 BC and is the oldest
part of the city. It's packed with boutiques, pretty cafes
and bars and galleries. Marseille is home to two
spectacular cathedrals.
