[ Mt. Huashan] 'The Number One Precipitous Mountain
under Heaven', one of the five sacred mountains in China,
famous for its natural vistas of steep and narrow paths,
precipitous crags, and a high mountain range. It is also the
home of several influential Taoist femples where emperors
of past dynasties made pilgrimages, making Mt. Huashan
the holy land of Taoism.

[ North Peak] the Peak of Cloud Terrace which is famous
for cliffs on its three sides.

[Bell & DrumTower Square] the landmark of Xi'an City,
house a giant bell & Drum that ring out daily af dawn &
sunset during Ming Dynasty.

[ Muslim Food Street] buildings are modeled after the
styles of both the Ming and Qing Dynasties. Indulge
yourself in hand-made Muslim food.

[ Gao Family Compound 1 With a history of 400 years, it is
one of the best-persevered traditional residences in Xian
City. Here you can appreciate the old houses and antique
furniture, watch the shadow puppetry, and learn Chinese
crafts like painting and paper-cutting.

+ Huangdi, is the most important ancient grave site in China.
The tomb of Huangdi, surrounded by a verdant forest and
clear water, hidden inside the dense evergreen cypresses
on Mt. Qico.

+ [Xuanyuan Temple] There are 14 ancient cypresses in the
temple, of which the cypress planted by Huang Di and
Hanging Armour Cypress are the most famous.
