Lulang Forest Area: is known as a fairyland with scenic beauties, it is a place with massive primitive forest and wild rhododendron. in
winter, distant naked peaks that are covered with pure white snows and splendid glaciers. You will get lost in the fairy tale.

Galang Lake: It reflects the beauty of snow mountains, forests, prayer flags, peach blossoms, etc.

Laigu Glacier: It is one of the world's three largest glaciers and the source of Parlung Tsangpo River. Where you can have a view of
six marine glaciers, which is unparalleled in China or even in the world. To explore the stunning beauty of Blue Ice Cave in winter,
observe interesting ice formations up close.

Ranwu Lake: one of the largest lake in eastern Tibet, it is surrounded by snow-capped mountains in the distance, the tranquil turquoise
blue lake water looks even more picturesque in winter,a kind of pure white, that will leave you breathless.

Tongmai Bridge: It is a key pass of the Sichuan-Tibet 318 Highway in SW China and there are three cross-river bridges are distributed
in the same location in different historical periods.
Lulang Int’l Tourist Town:As Nyingchi eco-tour fown, It has fully retained Tibetan architectural style, like wood roofs, wooden fences
and yards. Tourists also can find other regional styles here, including stone houses, Tibetan monastery architectures, etc

Lake Basum-Tso: one of Tibet's most famous scenic spofs, is the Sacred lake of the Nyingma Sect. The charming lake has lotfs of
mythical stories with amazing forests and some small chapels.

Potala Palace: the world’s highest palace built by Songtsen Gampo,winter palace of the Dalai Lama since the 7th century.
Jokhang Temple:The oldest and holiest architecture in Lhasa with a long history of 1,400 years. Being the spiritual center and the
ultimate pilgrimage destination for Tibetan,

Barkhor Street: one of the most famous places to go shopping in Lhasa as well as the best place to go to get authentic, local-made
souvenirs from Tibet.

Yomdrok Lake: the world’s highest lake with the reputation of a holy lake. Traverse the snowy Mt Gangbala which stands at 4,900
metres above sea level. View Gangbala radar station in the distance and Kanola Glacier.
Palcho Monastery: A large complex of monastic structures, is most famous for its Kumbum Stupa, the only one of its kind in Tibet.

Tashi Lhunpo Monastery: the largest functioning religious instfitution in Tibet — home to around 950 monks — and one of its great
monastic sights. The huge golden statue of the Future Buddha is the largest gilded statue in the world

Mount Everest National Nature Reserve: you will enjoy the panoramic view of the Himalayas at Gawula Pass (5198m). At this
viewpoint, you will marvel at the majestic lineup of the five highest peaks in the Himalayas, including Everest at the forefront.

Rongbuk Monastery: is the highest monastery in Tibet and the world, offers panoramic views of the highest peak of the Himalayan
mountain range from a moderate distance.

Everest Base Camp: Also known as North Base Camp (with South BC being in Nepal), offers unobstructed views of the mount. The
panorama encompasses barren wasteland flanked by brown mountains permeated with white snow. And the world's summit
majestically dominates over all of that
