DAY 2

DAY 3

Transfer to Austria’s oldest and
possibly most photographed village, Hallstatt and
enjoy the delightful sight of houses built into the
mountain, reflections on the glass-like Hallstatter and
see the towering Dachstein Mountains. Thereafter,
overnight stay at Vienna.

DAY 4

VIENNA — PARNDORF OUTLET - BUDAPEST (B)
Today, embark on an unforgettable getaway to the
romantic capital of Austria-Vienna. Begin your city
tour with an entrance at Schonbrunn Palace before
continuing on the guided tour to the glorious
Ringstrasse with its wealth of parks and
monuments, the State Opera House, the majestic
Reichsrat Parliament Building, Hofburg Imperial
Palace and one of the most important Gothic
structures in Austria—St. Stephen’s Cathedral.
Along the way, visit the Designer Outlet Parndorf
before continuing to Budapest.

DAY 5

BUDAPEST (B /DANUBE CRUISE L WITH
CHAMPAGNE / HUNGARIAN FOLK SHOW D)
Today, begin your city tour with the Castle District
which contains some of Budapest's most important
monuments and museums. The main sights of twin
cities of Buda and Pest include Heroes' Square,
Fisherman's Bastian, Matthias Church and Gellert
Hill, all of which offer panoramic views of the city.

DAY 6

Go on a magical journey through the saline
labyrinth to learn more about the history and
traditions of Wieliczka and get a closer look at the
various salt formations and deposits.

DAY 7

KRAKOW (B / CHINESE D)

Today, we begin our tour in Krakow. Visit the
courtyard of the royal castle at Wawel Hill and
continue to Old Town. Travel past the Jagielloian
University, Church of Virgin Mary and make a stop
at the Medieval Cloth Hall. In the afternoon, visit
Auschwitz Concentration Camp and stand witness
to the atrocities that were committed by the Nazis

towards the Jews and the POWS, a chilling reminder
of the holocaust during World War II. j

DAY 8

KRAKOW - WROCLAW (B /D)

Journey to Wroctaw, the city of 100 bridges and the
historical capital of Lower Silesia in Western Poland.
Explore the Old Town of Wroctaw, a remarkable
area flled with Baroque splendour that was painfully-
reconstructed after WWII. Next, have a blast at the
vibrant Market Square, which is bursting at the
seams with cafes, restaurants, shops and hotels.

DAY 9

WROCLAW - BERLIN

(B / GERMAN PORK KNUCKLE D WITH BEER)
After breakfast, drive to Berlin and begin the city
tour with Checkpoint Charlie and see the site of the
Berlin Wall at the East Side Gallery, an open air
museum covered with approximately 106 worldwide
paintings in a memorial for freedom. Continue your
tour to view the Brandenburg Gate and Reichstag
Building built in the 19th century Italian
Renaissance style comprising of a redesigned glass
dome. In the middle of the city, you will see the
Victory Column in Tiergarten Park.

DAY 10

BERLIN — DRESDEN - PRAGUE (B / CHINESE L)
After breakfast, continue to Prague via Dresden, a
beautiful city located on the left bank of Elbe River
at the peak of a graceful riverbend. Explore the city
on foot for a tour of the Church of Our Lady
(Frauenkirche), Semper Opera House, Zwinger
Palace and the Saxon Wall. Later, continue to
Prague for our overnight stay.

DAY 11

PRAGUE (B /L)

Begin with a half-day walking tour of the city to get
an up-close look at the famous Prague Castle and
the symbolic structures housed within it — the state’s
spiritual symbol St. Vitus Cathedral and the Old
Royal Palace. Cross the iconic Charles Bridge and
proceed into the Old Town for a glimpse of the
Astronomical Clock, one of the greatest treasures
of the city. Then head towards the last stop of the
day—-Wenceslas Square, the vibrant social and
commercial centre of Prague.
