When people are sliding down 110-meter-high, 45-degree sand hills, cause the "singing sands" to produce
a roaring or booming sound, an unexplained natural phenomenon.

+ [Mengliang Ethnic Handicraft Factory] which produces Mongolian souvenirs, with a chance to understand
the production process of handicrafts.

+ [Dazhao Temple] has been the centre for Tibetan Buddhism in Inner Mongolia and boasts impressive murals and one
of the largest silver Buddha in China.

+ [Yungang Grottoes] one of the most famous ancient Buddhist sculptural sites of China.lt were built against the
mountain and extend about 1 km from east to west. It took 50 years to complete.revealing 53 caves and over
51,000 stone statues

5 Datong ~ Xuankong Temple ~ Yingxian Wooden Pagoda (outlook) ~ (est. 3 hrs) Taiyuan

+ [Xuankong Temple]a range of traditional Chinese temple buildings suspended from a cliff face on Mt.Hengshan.
50meters high from the ground, these wooden-framed buildings seem to be 'hanging' along the steep cliffs like a
piece of fine artwork against a natural screen.The buildings appear to be supported by only a dozen wood pillars

+ En tour, take a glance at [Yingxian wooden Pagodallt is the oldest, the highest and the best preserved wooden
pada-style structure in China. The whole body of pagoda was constructed of wood without using a single nail.

6 Taiyuan ~ Qiao Family Compound-~ (est. 2 hrs) Pingyao Ancient Townlincl. Shuttle bus

+ [Pingyao Ancient Town] one of the best-preserved ancient towns in China. It was first founded during the Western
Zhou Dynasty. Until this very day, it looks much the same as when it was the county seat of the Ming and
Qing dynasties. Within it, four big streets and eight small streets radiate to join with 72 lanes.

+ [Qiao Family Compound] is enclosed by a brick wall more than a 38 ft tall and consists of 6 large courtyards and 20
smaller courtyards around which 313 rooms are linked together. Inside its houses are luxuriously furnished and well
laid out with exquisite patterns carved on the doors, windows, stairs, and balustrades. Visiting here is like looking
through a window into the day-to-day life of upper class Chinese of centuries ago.
